Day 1: Wednesday, November 5, 2025 Overnight Flight The
hidden treasures of Southern Italy and Sicily are yours to explore, for
it’s here you’ll find breathtaking scenery, historic cities, centuries-old
hilltop villages and iconic cuisine.

Day 2: Thursday, November 6, 2025 Palermo, Sicily - Tour Begins
Your Italian sojourn opens in Palermo, the capital of Sicily. Discover
the city’s vibrant culture as you take in its gritty, unshakable spirit and
captivating energy. Tonight, join your fellow travelers for a welcome
dinner featuring authentic Sicilian cuisine.

Sit back and tuck into a hearty
farm-to-table lunch, made with family recipes. Relax aboard your bus
as you travel over rolling hills and peaceful farmland to Sicily’s
southern coast for a 2-night stay in the outskirts of Agrigento. (B, L,
D)

Day 5: Sunday, November 9, 2025 Agrigento This morning, it’s
your choice! Enjoy time at leisure at your hotel, where you can take
in the views from its panoramic terrace and walk along the beach -
OR- venture into Agrigento’s old town for a stroll through its historic
center and free time to explore. This afternoon, step back 25 centuries
and delve into ancient Greek history with a visit of the stunning
Valley of the Temples (UNESCO), one of the world’s most esteemed
archeological sites.

Experience It! The Valley of the Temples

Travel to the Valley of the Temples, in Agrigento, Sicily, where you'll see some of the best-preserved ruins of ancient Greece. Among the
countryside full of blooming almond trees are wonderful ruins of the temples that, in the course of time, kept intact their architectural
magnificence. Seven major temples are found in this valley. The temples have a Doric style, with six majestic columns on the front side, except
for the Temple of Olympian Zeus. The most impressive is the Temple of Concordia, built in 440 B.C. It is nearly perfectly preserved and has
continued to be used over time. Come see why the Greeks chose this site on a cliff a few miles from the ocean.

Soak in the history of
this 2,000-year-old Roman town at your own pace by picking
between a leisurely walking tour of Pompeii’s essential sights -OR- a
faster paced walk covering more off-the-beaten-path gems. Step into
another time as you explore the preserved buildings and imagine life
in the 1st century. An afternoon-long transfer leads to Rome, where
you arrive in the early evening. Celebrate the end of your journey
with a delightful farewell dinner.

PLEASE NOTE:

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-the-go
traveler. You don’t want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for longer periods of
time (2-3 hours) isn’t a big deal. A moderately paced two-and-a-half-hour walking
tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven surfaces, is no problem for you.
Walking four miles over the course of a day is very doable, as is climbing into and out
of various modes of transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb
three flights of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet.
Expect some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free time to
recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for travelers who
require mobility assistance devices. This comprehensive tour features multiple long
bus transfers exceeding 3 hours. In particular, the transfers from Palermo to
Agrigento and from Agrigento to Giardini Naxos require 4-plus hours of driving. The
full-day transfer from Giardini Naxos to Matera is 7-plus hours of driving and the
transfer from Matera to Sorrento is 5-plus hours in length. Some of the most unique
sightseeing can mean accessing locations that restrict motor coaches, especially in
historic areas such as Palermo, Monreale, Taormina, Matera and Sorrento, which all
require the ability to walk up and down hills on narrow, cobblestoned streets and
stairs. The archeological sites of the Valley of the Temples and Pompeii cover several
square miles and require extensive walking over uneven, often unpaved terrain with
gravel and loose stones. For your comfort, we recommend bringing comfortable
walking shoes.

Positano is a vertical village built into the cliffside of the Amalfi Coast. There is no
vehicle circulation possible inside the town as all the streets have steps connecting
them. Visiting requires the ability to walk up and down very steep inclines and steps
without any railings or handles.

If you require any special assistance while on tour, please make us aware at time of
reservation so the necessary request form can be sent to your attention.

The included activities, and most optional ones, are not suitable for travelers using
motorized scooters, wheelchairs, walkers or Zimmer-frames. The optional tour to
Mount Etna cannot accommodate travelers using wheelchairs or motorized scooters,
as all participants must be able to climb onto the off-road vehicles using the vehicle’s
handles to hoist yourself into the cabin.

Most shops and businesses in ltaly are closed on Sundays and on national/religious
holidays.

*The mozzarella production takes place at nighttime, ending prior to your visit.
Therefore, travelers will not see the production in process.

***The ferry to Positano is subject to sea and weather conditions and operates
between April 1 and October 31, yearly. In case of adverse sea conditions or if
travelling to Sorrento between November 1 and March 31, the boat ride will be
replaced by a bus transfer to Positano. Travelers prone to seasickness should take
proper precautions.
