Travel within USA

For travel completed by May 6, 2025, all airlines will ask for identification when you
check in. Itis recommended that you carry a passport if you have one. A driver's
license (with a photo I.D.) is also acceptable for domestic flights.

Effective for travel May 7, 2025 forward, the REAL ID Act standards for identification
while travelling will be in effect. This means a standard issued driver’s license used as
a form of identification will no longer be accepted for domestic air travel within the
United States.

You typically take it easy
and discover the energy of a new place by people-watching or soaking in the
atmosphere at a local café. You can climb at least one flight of stairs, board a coach
and walk unassisted at a relaxed pace for up to 60 minutes without difficulty, covering
up to one mile. You can easily handle altitudes up to 5,000 feet.

Prior to full payment for the program, the cruise line reserves the right to impose a
supplemental fuel charge. Should this occur, you will be notified of the additional
charges.

Please be advised many airlines do not provide advance seat assignments until
check-in at the airport. Advance seating will be subject to the airline's terms and
conditions.
