You can climb at least one flight of stairs, board a coach, and walk
unassisted at a relaxed pace for up to 60 minutes without difficulty. You
can easily handle altitudes up to 5,000 feet. To fully access Blarney Castle
in Killarney, you will need to be able to walk for one hour and navigate
narrow stairways. If you choose to “kiss the stone,” you must climb 128
steps and lie down on the ground.
