Day 1: Tuesday, May 12, 2026 Overnight Flight Feel the vibrant 
energy of England, hear the unique sounds of Scotland, and see 
the rolling countryside of Wales on a trip that combines dramatic 
history and an array of fascinating landscapes. 
 

Day 2: Wednesday, May 13, 2026 Edinburgh, Scotland Arrive in 
Edinburgh, the historic capital of Scotland, where rocky hills 
tower in the distance and the shadows of history can be seen 
around every corner. Discover Scotland's capital and see how 
medieval crossroads blend seamlessly with a vibrant modern 
energy. This evening, join your fellow travelers for a welcome 
dinner. (D) 
 

Day 3: Thursday, May 14, 2026 Edinburgh Start the day with a 
panoramic and walking tour of old and new Edinburgh, exploring 
Georgian architecture, writers and monuments, alleyways and 
hidden passages, and a thoroughly modern museum.

After you arrive, join a walk to get 
familiar with York’s streets before taking some free time to enjoy 
lunch on your own. After an afternoon visit to the magnificent 
York Minster, the rest of the day is yours to explore independently. 
This evening, you may wish to join an optional tour to a family-
run Yorkshire vineyard and sample a selection of English wines 
over a home-cooked dinner. (B) 
 

Day 5: Saturday, May 16, 2026 York - Chester This morning, travel 
to Chester, your home for the next two nights, where ancient 
walls enclose charming Tudor and Victorian houses. Discover the 
charms of the city with your local guide, before taking the rest of 
the afternoon to enjoy Chester at your own pace.

Day 6: Sunday, May 17, 2026 Chester - Conwy, Wales - Chester, 
England Today, venture to the inviting town of Conwy in Wales.

Then take a scenic 
drive over the Menai Straits into Anglesey to visit Halen Môn, the 
family-run Welsh sea salt company, famous all around the world 
for its salt’s quality. (B) 
 

Day 7: Monday, May 18, 2026 Chester - Stratford-upon-Avon Step 
back in time on a journey through the English countryside to 
Stratford-upon-Avon – the Bard’s birthplace. After touring the 
childhood home of William Shakespeare, take time to explore 
this historic market town on your own. Later, join your fellow 
travelers for a dinner theater experience. (B, D) 
 

Day 8: Tuesday, May 19, 2026 Stratford-upon-Avon - Oxford - 
London Bid farewell to Stratford and travel to the charming 
university city of Oxford. Upon arrival, it’s your choice! Visit the 
Ashmolean Museum, opened in 1682 as Britain’s first public 
museum, with collections ranging from Egyptian mummies to 
contemporary art -OR- join an expert local guide for an hour-long 
walking tour, including one of the colleges used as a filming 
location for Harry Potter. Enjoy lunch on your own before 
continuing on to London, England’s storied capital city. (B) 
 

Day 9: Wednesday, May 20, 2026 London Take in London on a tour 
of the city’s quintessential sights. Begin with a two-hour walking 
tour of Westminster to see the exteriors of Big Ben, the Houses of 
Parliament, and Westminster Abbey. Continue to Buckingham 
Palace, the official residence of His Majesty The King, and make 
your way to Trafalgar Square, one of London’s most vibrant 
spaces in the heart of the city. This afternoon is yours to discover 
more of London independently and make memories to treasure. 
This evening, join your fellow travelers to toast the end of your 
journey through Britain’s scenic and storied landscapes. (B, D)

Experience It! Conwy, Wales 
One of the loveliest towns to explore on the northern coast of Wales is Conwy (from Old Welsh cyn “chief” and gwy 
“water”). Originally an English military outpost built in the 13th century, it retains beautifully preserved medieval 
walls as well as the towering fortress known as Conwy Castle, with eight lofty towers complete with spiral 
staircases. This mighty monument, standing high above the small town and the riverbank, was built, amazingly, in 
just four years by the English King Edward I and his architect. UNESCO has designated the castle a World Heritage 
Site, noted as one of the finest examples of late 13th- and early 14th-century military architecture in Europe. 
Stretching across from the castle lie the town, the river, and the craggy mountains of Snowdonia. The town itself, 
notable also for its scenic harbor front, is dotted with quaint cafés, tearooms, and markets that beckon visitors.

The overall activity level of this extension is a level 3. This means walking and standing for longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn’t a big deal for you. 
You can navigate hills and uneven ground, climb into various modes of transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.), and could possibly anticipate 
changes in elevation. Walking four miles over the course of a day is very doable as is climbing 3 flights of stairs. You can handle altitudes between 
6,000 and 9,000 feet. You can expect some longer days balanced with free time. This level is not a fit for travelers that require mobility assistance 
devices. 

A Hosted Extension is great for travelers who like to spend full days exploring places on their own by foot or public transportation. A dedicated Tour 
Manager will not be present during this extension.
