CITIES & PORTS

FRANKFURT

Located on the River Main, Frankfurt is the transportation center of Germany
and home of the European Central Bank & the German Stock Exchange. Every
year, the scent of roasted chestnuts, mulled wine and grilled sausages fill the
air above the Roemerberg during the holiday season. Frankfurt’s Christmas
Market is famous for a number of traditional Christmas delicacies.
