Day 1: Saturday, May 16, 2026 Overnight Flight An overnight 
flight transports you to stunning landscapes, lively cities and 
stirring history. 
 

Day 2: Sunday, May 17, 2026 Edinburgh, Scotland Arrive in 
Edinburgh, the historic capital of Scotland, where rocky hills tower 
in the distance and the shadows of history can be seen around 
every corner.
