Fort Macon State 

Park is centered on an impeccably restored pre-Civil War 

fort that offers daily guided tours and frequent cannon 

and musket demonstrations.  Extensive exhibits educate 

visitors on fort history and the natural surroundings.  The 

beach is perfect for swimming, beachcombing or even 

spotting a dolphin or two.  Trails traverse the salt marsh 

and dune fields and provide the opportunity to see one of 

the 300-plus species of birds found in the park.  After our 

visit, we depart for Myrtle Beach.  Upon arrival in Myrtle 

Beach, we check into the Springhill Suites* for a two-

night stay.  Dinner* is included this evening at a local 

restaurant.  Tonight you’ll enjoy a Broadway Theatre Performance*.  Welcome 

to Broadway Theater, located in the heart of Myrtle Beach’s busiest attraction, 

Broadway at the Beach!  A marvel in architecture and wonder, soaring ceilings 

provide the perfect atmosphere for you to sit back, relax and escape into an 

incredible entertainment experience.

While on the cruise, participate in a live demonstration that includes 

local crabs and pulling a sample dredge from the bottom of the creek bed directly 

into the touch tank for all to observe.  Next, we arrive at Brookgreen Gardens* 

where you’ll enjoy a boxed lunch* prior to our tour.  After lunch, we’ll enjoy a 

self-guided tour of serene Brookgreen 

Gardens, part of a 6000-acre estate that was 

once four rice plantations.  More than 500 

works of American sculptors are on display in 

the gardens, as well as wildlife and historical 

exhibits of Soth Carolina animals & artifacts.  

Discover the history of Brookgreen Gardens 

and the collection of Anna Hyatt Huntington 

and additional sculptors.  Included with your 

visit to Brookgreen Gardens is a Creek Excursion that will allow you to cruise the 

creeks on a 48-foot pontoon boat.  You’ll pass historic rice fields, now home to 

alligators, waterfowl and osprey as an interpreter helps you see the distinctive 



 
 

 
 

landscape of the rice plantations and understand the role of enslaved Africans in 

the cultivation of the rice crop and the shaping of the history of the Lowcountry.  

Tonight, you’ll enjoy Dinner & Show at the Alabama Theatre*.  Alabama 

Theatre’s latest show, ICONIC, continues to dazzle Myrtle Beach groups.  Their 

groundbreaking production blends stunning visuals, a state-of-the-art video wall, 

and a thrilling musical journey – from chart-topping Country hits and Classic 

Rock to Broadway and Pop.
